
 
REGISTRATION PROCEDURE –MPP GAMES 

 
1. READ & FAMILIARIZE YOURSELF WITH THE GAME: 

A) read the Game Rules (download from site) 
B) click on the appropriate “schedule“ link for the games in your area 
C) each game has links to “game story” with background & itinerary 
D) each game also has links to the field with info on camping, rentals, etc. 
E) first-time scenario players – also go to link for “about scenarios” & read  
F) follow the Registration Procedure outlined below with links to all forms 

 
2. REGISTRATION - PLAYERS ARE ONLY CONSIDERED “REGISTERED” UPON 
RECEIPT OF ALL THE FOLLOWING AT THE FIELD: (all forms available below under 
game name) 

A) Registration Form  (Note: Groups – you may register a group together on this form by including 
Number of Players, Full Payment, & Individual WAIVERS for each. The registration Packet will 
be made out in your name & you will be responsible for distribution at the field. 

B) Fees – Paid in Full to Field 
C) MPP General Release Waiver  (Note: Your double signature on this form states that you have 

read & understood MPP’s Rules of Play which is available on the website and at the field.) 
D) Field Waiver – available below & at field’s website 
E) Minors – Players aged 10-17 must ALSO include the “Minor Medical Release” waiver 

 
3. FEES: 

A) PreRegistered:  $50.--  All of the above must be completed & returned to the field 
postmarked no later than 1 week prior to the game date. (No Exceptions will be made!) This 
also includes “Comps” – players receiving free entry due to active military discount, if applicable, 
or other promotions sponsored by the field or MPP. 

B) Non-PreRegistered: Incomplete packets or late registration packets received at the field after the 
1 week pre-game deadline do not qualify for early pre-registration. An additional late fee of $10.-
-  will apply, making game fees $60.—each. Non-preregistered players cannot be guaranteed a 
game patch. The field and MPP reserve the right to close registration and limit game numbers if it 
is deemed justifiable to ensure the quality of the game and safety of the players and staff. 

C) Make payments payable to field:  Field Policy denotes their acceptance of checks, money orders, 
credit cards & PayPal. Field links, addresses and phone numbers are below & on registration form. 
(Note – PayPal is available at some fields. PayPal payments must be made through field website – 
But you Still Must Fill Out & Mail Registration Form & Waivers by deadline to be considered 
“Registered”!!!) 

 
4. MISCELLANEOUS: 

A) Game Patches:  All PreRegistered, 2-Day Players will be guaranteed a game patch. (Patches must 
be ordered 6 weeks in advance, but arrangements will be made to assure all pre-registered, two-day 
players will receive their game patch.) Non-PreRegistered players will receive patches on a first-
come, first-served basis, based on availability, and cannot be guaranteed a game patch. 

B) Prize Drawing:  All two-day registered players will be eligible for the prize drawing at the end of 
game on Sunday. ID Tag numbers will be drawn at random. (Do not lose your numbered ID Tag! 
Read & follow game rules – if for any reason, action is taken against you by the head referee or 
game director for impropriety, you will not be eligible for the prize drawing.) 



C) Remember, in an effort to speed up registration, PreRegistration is the way to go! Double-check 
all your paperwork, put a note on your registration form if you’d like to be with a certain group – if 
possible, we will try to meet your needs! Come early – meet with your fellow players, General and 
XO, get your gear and game plan ready… and, the player orientation meeting is a must! This is a 
team effort! 

D) Special Promotions/Discounts/Comps:  Players receiving discounts must meet ALL of the PRE-
REGISTRATION Requirements by the 1 week pre-game deadline! No Exceptions Allowed. 
*Authorized discounts May include the following: 

1) Active Duty Military: The First 25 PRE-REGISTERED players will receive free entry. 
Military ID will be required at field for Verification. 

2) Group of 10 or more New Players: One free entry will be given to group leader that 
registers 10 or more First-Time Scenario players. This Leader must PRE-REGISTER All 
these players on ONE Registration form, pre-pay entries, include ALL Waivers, be 
responsible that the players have read & understand the Game Rules, and must be in 
charge of distributing his players their game packets. 

3) Vendors/Sponsors, field comps, misc.:  Authorized, approved discounts for such game entry 
must Also meet PRE-REGISTRATION requirements by 1 week pre-game deadline in order 
to be valid.
